While I am writing this article before the elections by the time you are reading this, the new Emperor and Empress have been elected.  

So you will be reading this just in time to attend the Coronation.  You can find more information about Coronation and tickets else-

where in the newsletter.  At the Coronation we will again be having an Auction.  This time we will be having a Silent Auction.  You 

might be trying to determine what a Silent Auction means. 

 

Here’s how it works.  We have had many wonderful and fabulous items donated for the auction.  You’ll have to be there to see exact-

ly what they are.  The items will be on display throughout the Coronation on Saturday evening.  There will be bid sheets attached to 

each item.  When you see something you like, you determine what you are willing to pay to purchase that item and then you write that 

amount on the bid sheet for the item.  But…your bid has to be higher than the previous bid on that item.  For example, if the item has 

an existing bid of $100 and you are willing to pay $125 for the item, then you write down $125. 

 

Of course if the next person is willing to pay $150 for the item and they write that bid down then they become the high bidder.  At the 

closing time of the auction the highest bid on the bid sheet becomes the winner of that item.  We will announce the closing time of the 

auction (say for example 9 PM) so you know when you need to make sure you have your best bid in.  As you can see it is important 

for you to put down your highest amount you are willing to bid so that someone else doesn’t out bid you.  And don’t worry; I’ll be 

around during the event in case you have questions about how things work or what you need to do. 

 

And if you have an item(s) that you would like to donate to the auction, contact me.  I need to have any auction items in my posses-

sion prior to the event (by Thursday evening) so I can coordinate things.  But I will do my best to be flexible for any last minute items.
